When ordering through different suppliers or importing sheet & coil products, it is important to understand the
difference between B.M.T,, T.C.T. & T.PT.

B.M.T. = Base Metal Thickness. This excludes any coatings applied to the base metal sheet.

T.C.T. = Total Coated Thickness. This measures both the base sheet and the coating. For example: Zincalume,
Galvanised, Zincanneal and Electro-Galv.

T.PT. = Total Painted Thickness. This applies to painted sheets such as Colorbond and Signwhite.

This is only a factor in coated material and painted material. Manufactured painted products (ie. Colorbond) use a
metallic-coated base metal.

Most suppliers quote base metal thickness, B.M.T. but it is important the user understands how different coatings will
change the thickness.
